Frequently Asked Questions

1. What should I wear? — Players should wear ‘recognised tennis
clothing’ — no football shirts, jeans etc. Tennis shoes must have non-
marking soles - no heels or studs please.

>. What happens if lessons are cancelled? — In the event of lessons being
cancelled due to bad weather, players will be given credit vouchers
which can be used for other holiday or weekly courses. It is important
to wear appropriate clothing for the weather conditions. We will
continue lessons in rain if we feel play is still possible, so please bring
wet weather gear to change into 1f necessary. If you are in doubt about
a lesson taking place please turn up to check. Please note players may
not claim credits for lessons they miss which have not been cancelled.

3. Are rackets and balls provided? — Players who have their own rackets
are recommended to bring their own, but we have plenty of spare ones
if you do not yet have one. Appropriate tennis balls or mini tennis
balls are provided.

Important Notice: For safety reasons please could parents collect
their children from behind the tennis courts where they are being
coached. This is so children are accompanied when walking through
the car park area, which is often busy. Also, it will enable the
coaches to see that the children have been collected safely. This is
particularly important for parents with young children.

Neither Barnet Lawn Tennis Club, nor any of the coaches working at the
club, shall be liable for any injury sustained by anyone taking part in the
above activity. We will undertake, however, to exercise all reasonable
care and attention in making activities as safe as possible.
